Equestrian Staging area at Oceano Dunes/Pismo State Beach -Talking Points:

· Request they keep beach access open or relocate it to adequately accommodate the equestrians. (size needs to be able to handle group rides of 25 plus the public)
· This is a very significant Trailhead because it is the only location for public equestrian staging/parking and access to the Oceano Dunes/Pismo State Beach.
· The only other beach access along the west facing ocean is Santa Barbara (40 miles to the south) and Montana De Oro State Park (20 miles to the north). 
· The staging area proposed is too small and needs to be able to handle group riders and riders that travel a long distance to ride the beach.
· Only beach for miles with a long stretch of ocean you can ride your horse near the water.
· You can drive a cart on this beach.
· I have ridden these trails for ____ years (25 years or more is especially good because it shows historic use).
· The Grand Avenue trail and beach are always dry and safe to ride in any weather.
· The weather is always cool at the beach to ride in the hot summer months.

· I am a baby boomer and this is my form of recreation.

· Trail riding is a family activity.  It gets my children (husband, wife, family) out of in front of the TV, computer video games, etc. to exercise.

· Trail riding is my (only or main) form of exercise.

· I moved here (or travel here, or plan to travel here in the future) to ride on the beach.

· There are dunes and a flat beach to ride making the ride enjoyable for horse and rider.

· I have a physical disability (e.g. knee, back or hip problems, etc. - you don't have to state what the disability is) and riding is the only way I can see the park.

· Trail riding prevents horses from becoming bored and ring sour and improves his natural movement. Both horse and rider benefit from trail riding for movement, balance, and attitude.  I cross-train my horse at the beach.
· I support the local (and state economy) by buying the following:

1. Horses, Feed (hay and supplements), bedding, saddles and tack
2. Large pieces of property to keep my horses
3. Trailers, Trucks, gasoline and eat at area restaurants
4. Tractors, fencing, seed, and tools 

5. Employing Vets, trainers, Farriers, people to clean my stalls, horse sitters, boarding stable.
